Principal’s Report

Weeds! 
Welcome back everyone. The school holidays 
already seem a long way away and it’s getting hard 
to remember the balmy autumn weather we were 
enjoying after Easter!  It’s been so cold this week! 
Yet the rain is welcome and we’re pleased the tank 
we had installed is filling up. Over at St. Aidan’s 
we’ve been trying to grow a lawn over summer, and 
amazingly we did make some progress despite not 
being able to water and despite having so many 
days over 40°. The couch grass has spread nicely in  
the hot weather and I was pleased to see we had no 
weeds. Then suddenly over the past few days I 
noticed that an abundance of weeds had sprung up!  
 
As I was getting stuck into the job of pulling some of 
the out while the ground was still damp and they 
were easy to remove, I thought how our own lives 
and our family life is a bit like our lawn. There are 
times when things seem to be going well without 
paying any attention at all, then all of a sudden 
conditions change and “weeds” start to spring up that 
seems to spoil what we had.

If something starts to be not quite right – 
recognise it and do something about it before the 
problems take over.  
 
Set aside time to talk about how each member of the 
family feels – and make sure that everyone is 
listened to! Sometimes weeding a lawn takes a team 
effort and sometimes we need to get in expert advice 
if we want a really healthy lawn! Don’t hesitate to ask 
for help – it’s worthwhile getting the best advice we 
can. One experienced gardener told me that what I 
really need to do to our lawn at the moment if to 
fertilise it to give it the nutrients it now needs to 
continue to grow healthy. That seems like good 
advice to me! Think about ways you can give your 
family life some extra nutrients to help be revitalised 
and grow strong. Try spending some time to do 
something special together and make an effort to 
have at least some meals together as a family sitting 
around the table. It’s amazing how just a little bit of 
attention can make things grow!
