Breaking the Drought

What an encouragement it's been to see new shoots of
green as new life springs into our parched gardens after
the soaking rain. | was soaked to the skin as | was helping
in the garden at a working bee on Saturday, but like many
Melbournians | didn't mind one bit! It's strange really how
we only appreciate something when we haven't had it for
a while. I think perhaps we need to practise being thankful
for the many good things we do have yet often take for
granted. It's a great idea to spend just a few minutes at
the end of the day thinking back on the day and giving
thanks. | read an article stating that there is an expanding
volume of data that link giving thanks to improved self-
esteem, relationships, sleep, self-motivation and general
well-being. So actively creating a culture of being thankful
in our families is well worth the effort! | remember
spending time with each of my kids when | tucked them
into bed at night, talking about the day and giving thanks.
Another invaluable “habit” to cultivate and pass on to our
children is to express our gratitude and love to each other.
We all function best when we feel appreciated and loved.
Try an experiment — count the number of times you
criticise and the number of times you give praise to other
family members, friends or work colleagues. You may find
it's different for different people. If you find that you
criticise more than you praise someone, try purposely
changing the balance. Try and gradually increase the ratio
of praise to criticism and | think you'll see really positive
results. A wise old woman (my mum) told me that a young
child needs to hear “yes” ten times for everyone “no”. And
one more thing ... if you don't already do it ... make sure
you say “I love you” to those close to you every day!
