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Life’s a Circus 
 
Last weekend I was privileged to go to the circus – the 
latest Cirque du Soleil show, Dralion. The various acts were 
astounding – all sorts of acrobatics – people doing amazing 
things on trampolines, jumping through hoops, balancing on 
each other, performing incredible aerial feats. The 
international cast are extremely talented and professional 
and literally put on a breathtaking performance. The key to 
their amazing performance is their teamwork. Complete 
trust in other members of the team is especially important 
when being suspended high up in the big top or performing 
any of the acts which all require precision timing and have 
an element of risk. Now even though our daily life may not 
be as glamorous or exciting as life in the circus, I’ve been 
thinking that there are two things which we share in 
common. The first is the importance of trust. Being able to 
trust each other is essential to good teamwork whether in 
the circus, at school or work, or in the home. A trusting 
environment allows each person to learn to use his or her 
gifts and talents properly and to learn to perform well as a 
team. It’s so important that we take steps to ensure that we 
ourselves are trustworthy so that we can teach this to our 
children. This comes easily for some, for others it takes a 
little more practice – but basically it means doing the things 
that we say we will do and being there when we’re needed. 
The other thing we share in common with our circus friends 
is the danger involved if we’re let down by a team member. 
Now for a circus performer that could mean serious 
physical injury. For us, the injuries may not be physical, but 
there can be lasting damage if we or our families or friends 
are let down. Trust quickly disappears and instead of a 
great team performance, fear can set in and put a stop to 
the proper development of gifts and talents. Let’s all aim for 
a top performance as we learn to be trustworthy members 
of the team!
