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 Principal’s Report  
 
Welcome Back 
Term 4 has begun with the children settling in 
quickly. I have encouraged the children to reflect 
on their academic performance and asked them 
to set a personal improvement goal. I referred to 
improving reading and writing skills, and learning 
the times tables as examples. It would be great if 
this discussion could be continued at home 
throughout the coming weeks so the children can 
really focus on their mission. 
 
Prep Learning Centre Extension 
Over the next 6 weeks our Prep Centre will be 
extended. The shelter-shed area will be modified 
to incorporate indoor and outdoor learning 
spaces. This means we will have additional 
classroom space which will better cater for 
increased enrolments. The outdoor area (still 
under the existing roofline) will be used for 
learning and playing and will be secured with 
gates. This project has been funded by the 
National School Pride Grant. The Prep classes 
will continue as usual in the existing building. This 
facility will continue to provide our Prep children 
with the best learning environment in the 
Southern Metropolitan Region of schools. 
 
Building Education Revolution and Better 
Schools Today Grants 
Earlier this year a B.E.R. project team was 
appointed comprising parents, teachers and 
school councillors. The team has worked with the 
Department of Education to create conceptual 
plans for the refurbishment of our main building. 
Architects are currently working to complete the 
plans which consider the recommendations of our 
project team and that of the Department of 
Education’s Facilities Unit. We will share plans as 
soon as they are approved by the department.   
Active After School Sports Programs 
This term the children will be participating in one 
of two programs. On Monday afternoons we are 
offering Circus Skills and on Tuesday afternoons 
we have organised golf.  It is great to be able to 
provide our children with fun activities that 
promote exercise and good health. Both 
programs will commence next week. 
 
Concert 2009 
I went on leave the day after the school concert. I 
just want to say how proud I was of the children 
and staff. Our wonderful Art teacher Cheryl 
Thomas managed the event and did an 
outstanding job. The school song at the end of 
the night was moving.
